BEHAVIOR

My philosophy is that you discipline a child to teach a child.  I achieve this through love, consistency, and firmness.  Children are explained the house rules frequently so that they know the guidelines.  Once a child understands the rules and then disobeys them, hurts others or property, the following developmentally appropriate guidance techniques are used.

1. POSITIVE REINFORCEMENT- The child will be encouraged when he/she is demonstrating acceptable behavior.

2. REDIRECTION- The child is directed to another activity and given an opportunity to try again another time.

3. TIME OUT- The child is separated from the group for a regulated period of time (one minute for every year of age).  This is mainly used during temper tantrums, or when hurting self or others.

4. LAST RESORT- When a child’s behavior is continually upsetting or dangerous to others, him/herself, or myself, a conference will be called with the child’s parents.  If the problem can not be resolved for whatever reason, then other arrangements must be made for that child.

Sometimes if both a parent and the provider are in the same area (ex: drop-off, pick up, parties, etc.) the child may forget the rules or test boundaries.  Please help show your child that you respect me, the rules of my house, and my property by reminding them that the rules still apply while you are there.

BEHAVIOR CONTRACT

Good behavior has natural rewards and unfortunately inappropriate behavior has consequences.

A list of rules will be published by me and displayed in the home so that parents and children can be aware of acceptable and unacceptable behavior.

Acceptable Rules of Behavior:

Be Kind- No hitting, shouting, biting, or hurting others.

Be Courteous & Respectful- No hurtful words or actions

Allow Everyone to Have His or her Own Opinion- Without disagreement.

Respect Property- Do not intentionally brake or destroy toys, books, or daycare equipment.

If unacceptable behavior occurs then the discipline procedures will be followed.

If poor aggressive behavior persists, then a parent meeting will be called.  Corporal punishment will NEVER be used by anyone to anyone in my home.
