Information for Block Assistance Clients:

I understand that the total monthly units will vary month-to-month as the number of business days varies.
# 
I understand that 4 (four) days of absences are allowed  BY THE STATE  per month, 5 or more absences per month may terminate the financial agreement.  [excluding those for provider/child illness or parent  vacation/personal days]. The provider can invoice for monthly absences beginning with the fifth one. 
# 
Signed contracts and paperwork shall be turned in on the child(ren)’s first day of care.
n 

If your schedule has changed or plans to change always contact your caseworker promptly. If you fail to inform your caseworker of changes and I cannot invoice for child care services, a fee of $3.00/hour will be due. I will submit to small claims if necessary.
n 
You may only receive child care services for the days and units marked on your Certificate of Enrollment by your caseworker. If you have issues with the days/units, you must take that up with your caseworker. I will not be able to do more services unless I am paid out-of-pocket by the parent/guardian. 
n 
If you work weekends and the Certificate of Enrollment approves weekend child care services, then beginning October 1st, 2008; the child can attend for up to 4 days each week that weekend care is needed in order to receive weekend care. Weekend care will include only Saturdays.  I cannot agree to care for a child 6 days for the 5 day fee that State is paying me unless they approve over 10 units per week.  

Unless such occurs, Block Assistance children may be in care for only 5 days each week.
n 
Any outstanding/overdue out-of-pocket fees MUST be paid before any child care will continue. 
n 
ALL out-of-pocket fees are due PRIOR to child care services being rendered.

Co-payments are due weekly at/by drop-off of the first day the child attends.
